24 25Home Office Solutions Choosing a Location for Your Home Office

Does the space need to serve multiple purposes?
If you will need to use the space in which your home office 
is located during off-hours for family activities, socializing, 
or even just your own down time, you need to take those 
uses into consideration. A divider that screens off a work 
area, or a setup where all work materials can be concealed 
on nights and weekends, is ideal for home offices placed in 

large rooms, like a living room or kitchen, or in the corner 
of a master bedroom. Where the work area is part of a 
guest bedroom, the space should still look welcoming and 
the work furniture should blend with the other furnishings 
to create an eye-pleasing sense of calm.

When your home office also serves as a guest bedroom, improve your visitor’s stay by keeping the business side of the room 
largely hidden. This office balances homey touches with office essentials in pleasing way.

Home Office Room Options
In theory, a home office can be 
set up in any room in the house. 
In practice, there is usually one 
room that is the most natural 
landing spot. Finding the perfect 
location is about balancing the 
space available in any room, how 
much (and how) it’s used by 
other family members, and the 
particulars of the work you do. 
There are six general options, 
each of which we’ll explore 
further in the remainder of this 
chapter. You can place your office 
within an existing room that 
already has another function; 
you can convert a closet into an 
office; you can utilize a transition 
space instead of a room; you 
can dedicate an entire room to 
your office; you can renovate a 
utility space; or you can use an 
outbuilding to house your office.

Existing Rooms
Carving a workspace out of 
an existing room is one of the 
most common ways to create 
a home office. In fact, many 
people have already done this to 
one degree or another in order 
to have a dedicated work area 
for paperwork and tasks such as 
paying bills. However, if you’re 
going to spend eight to ten 
hours a day there, you have to be 
more intentional and thoughtful 
about how you achieve a balance 
and a pleasant shared space.

This nook at the rear of a spare room provides a good space for someone with minimal work 
needs. Ample curtains and blinds ensure that the lighting is controllable.

Supplies:
• 28 Feet of 1×6 (Try to pick straight boards!)

• 11" x 28

• Measuring Tape and Pencil

• Miter Saw

• Stain of Your Choosing, Rags to Apply, Rubber Gloves

This giant set of dominoes is a great game for kids and adults 

alike. My kids play them more than we do these days, but back 

when we first made them, my husband had never played an 

actual game of dominoes. 

Whether you play traditional dominoes rules or one of the other 

101 games to play with them, these should never get old! 

1Start by marking and cutting your 1×6 boards in 11” pieces. The math here is that dominoes are twice as long as they are 
wide, accounting for actual size, that works out to 11” long. You will need 28 pieces total. 

3You could choose to leave your dominoes natural colour, 
or you could choose to stain them as I did. I love the look 

of white dots on dominoes and the natural wood just wasn’t 
dark enough for that. Wipe it on with a rag (make sure you’re 
wearing gloves!), stain one of the sides plus all edges; let dry 
then flip and stain the second side.

2When they’re all cut, get to sanding. Sanding will give 
you a beautifully smooth surface and help the stain 

penetrate more evenly. Wipe them clean of any sawdust with 
a damp cloth.

4When the stain is cured, you can paint your domino 
dots. I used a paint brush, but you could also use a 3/4″ 

spouncer (basically a round sponge brush for dabbing) to 
create the dots. Paint one tile for each combination of 0-6 for 
a total of  28 pieces. This goes quickly, throw a rerun on TV 
and you’ll be done before the episode! 
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5hen the paint is dry, seal your dominoes. I chose an 
outdoor rated spray on sealer for ease, but a brush on or 

wipe on would provide more protection if they were to be left 
out in the elements.

HANDLING MATERIALS
A rustic-looking rock wall for the garden, a 
flagstone patio, curving brick walkway, or 
much-needed retaining wall can do wonders 
for the appearance of your yard. When used as 
part of an overall landscape design, masonry 
adds a touch of permanence and solidity. Ditto 
for more down-to-earth uses, such as founda-
tions and floors, except here it’s truly essential. 
Laid properly, concrete and block foundations 
will last for a lifetime—and more—with little 
or no maintenance.

The reason masonry looks so solid is that it 
really is. If you’ve never picked up a concrete 
block or mixed an 80-pound bag of cement 
before, you’re in for a surprise. The stuff is 
heavy—and the larger the project, the more 
weight you have to deal with. The bending and 
lifting that always come with masonry projects 
can easily get to your back and shoulders if 
you are not careful, so break the job up into 
manageable chunks. Wear a lower-back sup-
port if you need to, and always lift with your 

legs, not your back. Remember that cement is 
caustic and will burn your skin after prolonged 
contact. Wear sturdy work gloves, a long-
sleeved shirt, and rubber boots (because you 
may have to stand in the wet mix to spread it).

Excavation
Moving dirt is the one part of improvement 
projects that just about everyone under- 
estimates. The work is messier, more expen-
sive, and more time-consuming than it seems 
beforehand. On big jobs, such as excavating a 
foundation for a patio, you will probably need 
to hire a backhoe. 

Save your energy on small jobs by loosen-
ing dirt with a pick before removing it with a  
shovel. If you’re digging a hole for concrete 
footings, try to leave the bottom undisturbed. 
If the soil seems soft, compact it with a metal 
tamper or by pounding it with the end of a 2x4. 
A concrete footing poured over soft, uncom-
pacted fill will settle, and so will anything 
resting on it, such as a foundation wall.

Moving Dirt
Unless you’re looking for exercise, it’s wise 
to move the dirt as little as possible. Before 
you dig, decide where the leftover dirt will go 
in the end—into a flower bed or a low spot 
that puddles in heavy rain. You could load dirt 
straight from the hole into a wheelbarrow, and 
take breaks from digging with the compara-
tively easy work of carting each load away.

After the concrete is poured and it’s time 
to backfill your excavation, add dirt in stages, 
tamping to compress the loose fill as you go. 
Though it’s always tempting to bury construc-
tion debris in the backfill, have it carted away 
instead. It’s okay to fold in rocks or chunks of 
concrete, but not wood, paper, and other biode-
gradable job scraps, because wood and paper 
make excellent termite food, and you don’t 
want to be spreading appetizers around the 
house. In addition, as the material biodegrades, 
the dirt above gradually compresses and fills 
in the space, creating a water-catching trench 
around the foundation or pier.

Important tools for concrete-block 
construction include a line level and 

line blocks. Mason’s twine is strung 
between line blocks and checked with 
the line level to help you keep a struc-
ture straight, level, and plumb.

Concrete finishing tools include a bull 
float to level and smooth the surface of 
wet concrete, an edging trowel to sep-
arate concrete from its forms, a wood 
or magnesium float to apply a smooth 
finish, and a steel finishing trowel for 
a final pass. An edging trowel also 
creates a rounded edge that is safe and 
durable. A jointing or grooving trowel is 
used to form control joints.
 
In brickwork, a brick hammer and  
brick set are used to split bricks, while 
various other tools are used to make 
different profiles in brick mortar joints.

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PREVENTING  TILE TROUBLE
If ceramic tile is such an indestructible build-ing material, why would a tile floor need maintenance and repair? Often, the fault lies not in the tile but in the floor below. Follow a manufacturer’s requirements for the support-ing floor, and the tile is likely to require only cleaning, not mending. 
Wood-frame floors give a little as you walk on them, which makes them more comfortable than concrete. But tile is rigid, which sets up a conflict when it’s laid over anything but a masonry base—unless you make the frame almost as rigid as solid concrete. For example,  you can double up the existing joists, gluing and nailing a second 2x8 to each one. In most houses with wood floors, sheets of plywood laid over the joists are 1⁄2-inch thick. For tile, it’s wise to add an additional layer of 3⁄4-inch-thick plywood to make the floor strong enough to bridge the spaces between joists without flexing. When adding a second layer of plywood, make sure to stagger the new layer so the seams don’t line up. Most tile is designed to have a specific amount of space for grout. Some have protrusions that keep the tiles uniformly separated; some are sold with spacers. In any case, you should follow the instructions for grout seams, even though they may appear to be a little wide. If the grout pattern seems to overshadow the tile, you can increase or decrease its prominence with color.

The Nubian goat is also called the Anglo Nubian, but in the United States 
is just known as the Nubian.

When the Duke of Anjou, later to become Henry II, married Eleanor of 
Aquitaine in the twelfth century, part of her dowry was land in southwest

LEMON BALM
Life Cycle: Perennial, Zones 4 to 9. 
Size: 1 to 2 feet tall. 
Exposure: Full sun in the North; filtered shade in the South.Soil: Moist, well-drained, with average fertility.
Propagation: Start seeds early indoors, approximately eight weeks before the last 
expected frost. Transplant outside after all danger of frost has passed. Or you can plant 
seeds where they are to grow, about two weeks before the frost-free date. Stem cut-
tings can be taken from established plants at any time during the growing season.Spacing: Allow approximately 2 feet between plants.Harvesting Guidelines: Cut off stem tips as needed. When cutting lemon balm 

for drying, cut stems about 4 inches above the soil surface.Preserving Techniques: Strip leaves from the stems, and dry them on the fruit 
leather insert of a food dehydrator. Freeze whole leaves in ice cubes to use in iced teas 
and other cold beverages. 

LEMONGRASS
Life Cycle: Perennial, Zones 9 to 10; grown in containers elsewhere.Size: 3 to 5 feet tall; 1 to 3 feet wide. 
Exposure: Full sun.
Soil: Moist, rich soil with a pH of 6.5. In containers, fertilize once a month during the 
season.

Propagation: Start seeds in early spring, and transplant them to your garden or 
a larger container after all danger of frost has passed. Clumps enlarge naturally and 
quickly, so divide plants every year or so. When dividing the plants, cut back the leaves 
to between 3 and 4 inches above the soil surface. If you live in the North, you can grow 
lemongrass in the ground during the summer. Remember to dig it out and pot it so that 
you can bring it back inside several weeks before your first expected frost and before 
you turn on the heat. This will give the plant ample time to adjust to the warmer, drier 
conditions in the house.
Spacing: Allow 2 to 4 feet between plants in Zones 9 to 10. Elsewhere, grow plants 
in 5-gallon nursery pots through the winter.
Harvesting Guidelines: Once the diameter of the base is about 2 inches wide, 
pull off older outside bulbous stems from the base. In this way you’ll be taking the 
leaves, too. You can also cut the leaves from the plant for use in a tea without having to 
take the bulb. 

Preserving Techniques: Use fresh because the plant does not retain full flavor 
when dried.

Lemon balm leaves can be minced and used fresh or cooked in a variety of dishes. It is also is one of the best tea herbs. Lemon balm won’t invade the garden as the other mints do.

Leaves and bulbous stems are commonly part of the Asian diet and are used in a huge number of Thai and Vietnamese dishes. Dried leaves make an excellent addition to an herbal tea mixture. Ornamental-dried leaves add a pleasant lemony fragrance to potpourri.

1  Site selection and foundation. When evaluating and 
choosing the construction site for our bee house, we 
considered most of the same attributes that one would 
normally consider when siting a regular beehive in North 
America: we chose an area with excellent southeastern 
exposure (so that the rising sun quickly warms the hives 
and helps the bees get an early start), good soil drainage, 
and some protection against the prevailing western 
winds. Our bee house sits next to some small trees that 
provide wind protection as well as shade on hot, sunny 
summer afternoons. Additionally, the bee house is in a 
field that naturally grows early spring dandelions, and 
is not far from some flowering fruit trees, for an easy 
nectar source.

Once we chose the exact location, we began the site 
ground preparation. The spot we chose was naturally 
level, but still required some ground work to lower 
certain high points and raise low spots. Then we hauled 
in materials to begin construction.

2  Prepare the foundation. We chose 12 × 16 ft. (365 × 
487 cm) as the dimensions of our bee house’s footprint. 
While these dimensions make for a substantial building 
and present a fairly large construction undertaking for 
a DIYer, this size nevertheless doesn’t require a formal 
foundation to carry the load, which saves time and cost. 
Setting cinder blocks directly on the prepared ground 
was enough here, but time and care had to be taken to 
ensure the blocks were all the same height—a transit 
is invaluable for making the 
precise adjustments needed. 
Short pieces of treated lumber 
of varying thicknesses can also 
be used as shims to achieve the 
correct spacing. Then we tied 
together the overall shape of 
the foundation and made sure 
everything was perfectly square.

Step-by-step

3  Construct the subfloor. We used treated 4x4s—
thirteen of them—on 16 in. (40 cm) centers as the 
floor joists for our bee house, sitting on top of the larger 
timbers of the foundation. This provided us with a very 
strong floor to support the weight above. We then used 
1×6s to create a subfloor decking.

4  Frame the walls. Framing out the four walls—each one 
built separately as a complete piece—is no problem for 
an experienced carpenter. This process, even though 
it looks complex, isn’t terribly difficult. However, the 
framed walls can be quite heavy and it required several 
people to get the walls to the site and raise them 
vertically (we built the frame of each wall back at the 
shop). To help keep costs down on this project, we were 
able to reuse a large amount of unused lumber from 
other projects.

Step 3: Fasten hardware 
cloth
Attach the 24 x 24-inch (61 x 61-cm) 
sections of hardware cloth to each of the 
eight wooden panel frames. We used a 
manual staple gun, but you could also use 
roofing nails to pin down the hardware cloth. 
It’s important to keep the edges straight and 
properly aligned with the wooden frame. 
It’s also critical that you exercise extreme 
care when handling the wire (safety glasses 
and gloves are a must!).

Step 4: Attach hinges
We can begin to fasten the finished panels 
together to create the pen. This can be a 
tricky step because you must assemble the 
hinges and frames the right way to allow

the pen to expand and collapse properly. 
Use two 2-inch (5-cm) hinges on each joint, 
and screw them in with the electric drill 
or screwdriver (it can help to predrill the 
screw holes). Here’s an easy way to make 
sure that the panels will assemble in the 
correct manner:

• Create four pairs of panels, each with 
the hardware cloth facing out.

• Place all four pairs (a total of eight 
panels) side by side.

• Attach hinges to each of the four pairs 
(shown in the photo).

• Go around to the other side

• Attach hinges to the six inner panels, 
leaving off the two panels on each end 
(shown in the photo).

Step 5: Add latches
Use two hook-and-eye latches at the top 
and bottom to secure the opening, and 
you’re ready to use your pen.

With these steps, you should be able to easily—and quickly—protect your young fruit trees from troublesome deer and smaller chewing critters like mice and voles. You’ll thank yourself next year!

Step 4: Add bolts
With the holes prepared in the plywood and plastic, put the hardware cloth back in place under the plywood. Use the ten 1-inch (2½-cm) bolts and nuts to secure the hardware cloth in place. Use pliers and a screwdriver to tighten the bolts.

Step 5: Add accessoriesAdd a few inches of bedding to the brooder, along with a feeder and waterer for the chicks and a basic thermometer, which will allow you to monitor the temperature in the coop. 

Step 6: Mount lamp and test temperature
Test out the brooder before using. Mount the heat lamp nearby, pointed at the hole in the lid of the brooder, and observe the thermometer until you reach the desired temperature (initially 95°F [35°C]). You will likely need to adjust the heat lamp’s wattage/distance and experiment until you find the right combination to give you the proper temperature.

Step 1: Measure and cut lidBegin by making modifications to the lid of the brooder. For the dimensions of our storage 
tote, a hole of 9½ x 14 inches (24 x 36 cm) was just about right. Leave a couple of spare 
inches free on each side of the hole to avoid interfering with the locking mechanism 
and structural components of the lid. Use a ruler (or framing square) and pencil to mark 
straight lines for your cuts and then carefully use a utility knife to remove the plastic. Step 2: Measure and cut hardware clothUse wire snippers to cut out a 10½ x 15-inch (27 x 38-cm) section of ½-inch (13-mm) 

hardware cloth. This spacing will allow plenty of airflow but still keeps the chicks protected. 
Wear gloves and eye protection when handling the hardware cloth. Once you’ve cut the 
hardware cloth, set it aside momentarily.

Step 3: Drill holes
Next, use the strips of ½-inch (13-mm) plywood to create a frame around the hole in the 
plastic lid as shown in the photos. Once the frame is in position, use the electric drill to 
drill several holes in the plywood strips and all the way through the plastic underneath. 
Use a drill bit with a diameter that is just slightly larger than the diameter of the bolts 
(for us, this was a 9⁄16-inch (14-mm) bit).

Find a sturdy, wide-mouthed plastic bottle, wide-mouthed mason jar, or PVC 
pipe that is at least 7-inches long. This container will serve as the shelter for the 
nesting tubes. It must be longer than the tubes to keep the bees out of the rain.

PROVIDING FOOD  AND NESTING FOR WILD BEESThere are many different ways to help these wild bees by providing food and nesting 
options for them. This table provides an overview of those options.

Project

Keeping mason bees and managing them—kind of like petsA step beyond providing food, habitat and nesting materials for pollinators  
is managing their nests to keep them disease free.Make a shelter and nesting tubes for them (as shown below)

This method is inexpensive and easy to do with kids, but not necessarily very durable.

Drill 5/16-inch holes that are 6-inches deep in wooden blocks with paper inserts so the cocoons can be managed.

This method is also very inexpensive and easy to do with kids, but can be time consuming and challenging to roll up the paper and put the paper inserts into the holes each season.Purchase or make a bee house outfitted with consumable cardboard tubes or natural reeds. 

This option is a little more expensive, but very easy. Wooden trays are the easiest to clean each fall.

Purchase or make a bee house outfitted with reusable wooden trays.

This option is the most expensive, but it is a one-time cost and wooden trays are the easiest to clean.

Provide food and habitat for mason bees for unmanaged bee keepingPlant wildflowers and keep dead trees to create food and habitat for them. (Sections II and VI detail resources, tips, and projects pertaining to these subjects.) Have bare soil so bees can access needed nesting materials.

A general lack of floral resources and habitat is the number one reason why pollinators are struggling. In the wild, hole-nesting bees, like mason bees, nest in hollow plant stems or holes in trees and make 600 trips to wildflowers to make provisions for their babies.

Chapter 7 - Container Gardening

Materials
On the bottom of any plastic object, you should see a stylized triangle with a number in the middle which is recognized as the universal recycling symbol. The good news is, you only need to remember these numbers: 2, 4, 1 and 5.

Most articles you’ll read include all of the possibilities which can be confusing once you reach the store. Let’s cut to the chase. Basically, if the container once held food, it’s safe to grow in. While numbers 2, 4, 1 and 5 are all safe for the indoor or outdoor garden, I’ve listed them in order starting with the safest. No other plastic containers should be used when growing food.
So far, we’ve talked specifically about containers, but while we’re talking about plastics, this is the ideal place to cover Polyvinyl Chloride. PVC pipes used for hydroponics fall into a different category since hydroponics is not considered a container gardening method. However, you do need to look carefully for food safe PVC when choosing a hydroponic system. Look specifically for the words “food safe” or especially UPVC.

Where people get into trouble using PVC is not from the pipes and couplings, but in the overuse of the cleaner and glue that holds them together. Technically you’re using pipe cement and primer, but it’s commonly called glue and cleaner. Unlike adhesives, when applied, PVC cement breaks down the external layers of the pipe and fitting, permanently bonding them together. You get one chance to do this, so make sure the fittings are aligned correctly before pushing the pipe into it. You will never be able to separate the two pieces. 
Most hydroponic systems can be “dry fit” and don’t need any glue at all. If you don’t trust that your system won’t leak, carefully apply the cleaner and glue only where they actually meet, and don’t use too much. Let’s get back to plastic containers. If you love science, or want a little more information, here are the four safe plastics along with some items you may already have in your home:#2 = High-Density Polyethylene (HDPE)The biggest benefits are that #2 plastic resists ultraviolet (UV) light and very hot temperatures without transmitting chemicals into the soil. The most common item you’ll run into is a plastic milk container. It’s the best choice for growing food.

#4 = Low-Density Polyethylene (LDPE)This is another great choice for gardening as it is not known to transmit chemicals even when exposed to high heat. You will find LDPE used in many food storage containers.
#1 = Polyethylene Terephthalate (PET)This plastic is the most commonly recycled. The issue with using PET in the garden is that it tends to break down with long-term exposure to light or heat. You’ll find this used in containers like soda bottles and plastic food jars.

#5 = Polypropylene (PP)
I’ve included #5 in the list because it is regarded as safe and is an acceptable choice for gardening. Just realize that there might be a slight chance of leaching. It is found in food containers.

Resin & Foam
Resin is a composite material that is usually #4 LDPE plastic and other ingredients that make it resist fading, cracking and breaking. It starts as a powder that is liquified and poured into a mold that can mimic things like stone or metal but weighs less. 

Polystyrene foam containers are extremely lightweight. While the National Institutes of Health (NIH) classifies styrene as a carcinogen, that warning is for those working around it in the manufacturing process and not for those drinking from a Styrofoam cup or planting in foam containers. 
Because you are growing indoors where the containers are not exposed to high heat, and because the material takes many years to break down, it should not be of concern. However, if you are at all apprehensive about using foam 

Of course, you can choose any material for your indoor containers, such as terra cotta, stone, or metal. However, if weight is a concern, there are really only a few logical choices-plastic, resin or foam. 

Plastic
As long as you’re careful when choosing a plastic container, this is a great option for indoor gardening. They’re inexpensive, lightweight, last forever and are available in many styles and colors to coordinate with your decor. What constitutes a safe plastic? Basically, it’s one that doesn’t chip, off-gas or contain toxic chemicals that, if they deteriorate, might seep into your growing medium.

Safe Plastics
There is so much information, and misinformation, about using plastic containers when growing food. It’s a great choice, especially indoors, because it’s inexpensive, long-lasting and lightweight. You may have heard plastics should be avoided because the chemicals leach into the soil. That’s not necessarily true.

Almost anything can be used as a garden container but be aware of the weight.

FUN FACT
Numbers are easier to remember when they’re grouped together and when you say them out loud. So, think of the best types of plastic, #2 and #4, collectively as twenty-four and the acceptable types, #1 and #5, as fifteen. 

Foam and resin containers are great, lightweight options and can blend with your decor.

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CACTI AND SUCCULENTS HANDBOOK

WHAT ARE CACTI AND SUCCULENTS?

1. Without exception, cacti are characterized by the presence of small, 
cushion-like structures on the plant bodies called areoles (seen here as 
white, furry “spots” on Parodia horstii). These are specialized structures from 
which all cactus growth occurs and include new stem segments (also called 
pads), flowers, and spines. (The spines of species of the milkweed family, 
the Euphorbiaceae, do not arise from areoles; a clear indication that the 
cactus-lookalike euphorbias are not cacti at all.)

4. Most, but not all, cactus species are armed with spines (as here 
on the ribs of Pachycereus pringlei, the Elephant cactus or Mexican 
giant cardon). These vary tremendously in terms of shape, size, and 
rigidity, and clear distinctions can be made between the different 
types of spines carried on the areoles of cacti (that is, whether they 
are positioned centrally or radially). The spines always serve one or 
more functions, such as protecting plants from grazing animals, or 
against excessive solar radiation, or assisting some species with the 
dispersal of stem segments when they get hooked onto the coats of 
roving animals. 

For the purpose of simplification, no distinction is made in this 
book between the different types of central or radial spines of cacti.5. The areoles of some species, such as this Opuntia microdasys, are 

adorned with tufts of small, bristly hairs called glochids. To the 
layman these miniature structures are only a variation on the theme 
of “spines” as they can cause immense irritation to exposed skin. The 
glochids of most species are barbed, like fish hooks or harpoons, and 
difficult to dislodge once they have become established in one’s flesh.

6. In many species of cactus, the flowers are produced from a so-called 
cephalium. This refers to a densely woolly or bristly “head” which may 
occur at the apex of a globular cactus or on one side of a columnar 
cactus. In the latter case, they are usually referred to as lateral or pseudo-
cephalia, as seen here on Cephalocereus columna-trajani.

7. The bodies and flowers of cacti come in a bewildering diversity 
of shape, size, and color. However, cactus flowers are generally 
fairly large and brightly colored, like this Echinopsis vatteri, unless 
the species is night-flowering, in which case its flowers are usually 
a muted white or creamish color. This, along with the marvelously 
variable shapes and sizes of their stems contributes significantly to 
their allure for the collector. The flowers can be broadly regarded 
as funnel-shaped, starting out thin at their points of attachment 
to the areoles on the stems, then broadening considerably toward 
their tips, exposing the reproductive organs (pollen-bearing 
stamens and receptive stigmas) to animal and insect visitors that 
effect pollination.

8. Plant shape is a very constant character within a particular species of cactus. However, it is not 

uncommon to find vastly divergent body shapes in a particular genus. The architecture of cactus plant 

bodies, which results in their definitive shapes, can be divided into a number of very distinct types that 

facilitate plant identification.

The following, easy-to-observe characteristics make it simple to recognize a cactus, even 

when it is not in flower.

2. Representatives of the cactus family, such as this columnar 
Pachycereus marginatus, are mostly, but not exclusively, stem 
succulents; that is, the inner tissues of their stems serve as storage 
organs. This indicates clearly that many species are naturally 
distributed in areas of low rainfall. Cacti that occur in high-rainfall 
tropical areas are restricted to locally dry sites, such as the well-
drained humus pockets accumulating in forked branches of trees 
or small pockets of soil against cliff faces.

3. The plant bodies of many cactus species, such as the opuntias 
or prickly pears, consist of leafless flattened stem segments (also 
referred to as pads, paddles, or joints), depicted here on Opuntia 
phaeacantha, commonly known as the tulip prickly pear. These 
segments can also be angled, tubular, or leaflike. The pads are 
various shades of green and have taken over photosynthetic (food-
producing) activities performed by the leaves of conventional 
plants.

Defining Cacti 
The broadly defined group of about 10,000 water-storing species that is distributed worldwide and which is generally 

referred to as “succulents” belong to as many as 80 different, often unrelated, plant families. Of these, about 1,800 are 

species of cactus but, in vivid contrast to the rest of the succulents, all cacti belong to only a single family of flowering 

plants, the Cactaceae. All cacti are therefore succulent in that they store water in at least one of their organs—the stems, 

leaves, or roots. (Even the leaves of the bougainvillea-like Pereskia species, which are large, flat, and persistent, are 

somewhat fleshy.) 
Fortunately, it is quite easy to distinguish cacti from succulent plants because they have certain characteristics that set 

them apart from all other plants, including the non-cactoid succulents, some of which, such as the euphorbias, closely 

resemble cacti, especially from a distance. Although flower characteristics are the most useful indicator when plants are 

identified, it is not necessary to have flowers available when trying to decide whether one is dealing with species of 

cactus.

7: Attach the hose bib. Using a gentle twisting motion, insert the hose bib into the hole on the rain barrel, pushing it through until the rubber O-ring is flush with the outside of the garbage can. Then, on the inside of the can, slip another O-ring on the threads. Finally, secure the hose bib tightly by screwing on a 1/2 in. (13 mm) copper female pipe fitting to the threads. Use two crescent wrenches to tighten, but don’t overdo it immediately. You don’t want to crack the plastic garbage can by applying too much pressure. Obtain a firm connection, and then test the seal by filling the rain barrel with some water. If the seal around the hose bib leaks, try tightening the fittings. (If you have a lot of trouble getting a tight seal, you may need to take the hose bib back off and apply a fresh coating of thread sealing tape.)

8: Decorate. To spruce up our rain barrel and help make it more attractive in the garden setting, we chose to wrap the outside of the plastic garbage can with about a dozen short pieces of wood tongue-and-groove siding, which is then tied with stout twine for a slightly more “barrel” feel. You can, of course, leave your rain barrel plain, or you can decorate using another method. We won’t provide exact instructions or measurements for decorating, since every plastic garbage can will be slightly different. Our example is a jumping-off point, and your particular situation will vary. Similarly, the dimensions for the base might need to be adjusted to fit the garbage can you use.

9: Attach the downspout. Take your completed rain barrel and stand to their final location near a downspout attached to a gutter. Use a utility knife to carefully cut a hole in the garbage can lid that is just big enough for the downspout to enter (if the plastic is really tough, you may need to consider a jigsaw here). Again, it may be necessary to drill an overflow hole near the top of the rain barrel to guard against very heavy rains.

10: Let it rain. Now, collect some rainwater! This is fun—and useful!—project allows 
anyone with a little garden space to become a little more self-reliant and a little more 
“green.” In a garden setting, that’s always a plus.

BUTTERFLY OR MOTH?
Butterflies and moths are closely related groups of insects that together make up the order 
Lepidoptera. Eighty to ninety percent of the lepidopterans are moths. That means most of the 
caterpillars that birds feed their young are moth caterpillars—something to consider when you’re 
planning that “butterfly” garden. Make sure to include host plants for moth caterpillars too if you 
also want to attract nesting birds.

Here are a few ways to tell the difference between butterflies and moths:

BUTTERFLIES MOTHS
 • When resting, butterflies fold their wings over 

their backs, perpendicular to the ground.
 • When resting, moths typically fold their 

wings down along their sides, parallel to 
the ground.

 • Butterfly antennae have rounded balls at the 
tips and are called club antennae

 • Male moths have feather-like antennae, while 
female moth antennae are smooth.

 • Butterflies are active during the day.  • Moths are nocturnal and fly at night 
(although not all).

 • Many butterflies are brightly colored.  • Many moths are duller shades of brown or 
gray, but there are a lot of exceptions. Some 
moths sport bright colors and are just as 
beautiful as butterflies.

 • Butterfly bodies are slim and smooth.  • Generally, moths have stout, furry bodies. 
Many moth caterpillars are also furry 
or bristly.

 • Butterflies pupate in a smooth capsule called 
a chrysalis.

 • Many moth caterpillars spin a silken cocoon 
when they are ready to pupate.

Food in all Seasons • 53

Food in All Seasons
You will have the most success in attracting a 
wide variety of wildlife to your yard or garden if 
you provide a mix of plants that together provide 
food throughout the year in all four seasons. This 
will ensure a steady availability of nectar, fruits, 
nuts, seeds, foliage, pollen, sap, and prey species 
throughout the year.

Plant a mix of native plants that bloom in 
different seasons, some in spring, some in summer, 
and some in fall. Not only this will ensure you 
have a beautiful garden throughout the seasons, 
it will mean you’re offering nectar and pollen 
when butterflies, hummingbirds, bees, and other 
pollinators are active. Blooming wildflowers 
set seed in summer and fall after they’ve been 
pollinated. Many shrubs and trees that bloom in 
spring and early summer also provide berries in 
late summer and fall. Some keep their berries well 

into winter. These seeds and berries are important 
food sources for birds and small mammals. 
This not only helps species that go dormant or 
hibernate in winter, which need to fatten up in the 
late summer and early autumn in order to survive 
winter, it also helps migratory species, which need 
a steady source of food over a wide geographic 
range in both fall and spring.

Monarch butterflies are one of the few 
migratory insects. They rely on late-blooming 
plants such as asters (Symphyotrichum spp.) and 
goldenrods (Solidago spp.) to provide the nectar 
they need to make their journey south to Mexico 
or Southern California. Winter-resident birds rely 
on berries from native plants such as holly (Ilex 
spp.), sumacs (Sumac spp.), Washington hawthorn 
(Crataegus phaenopyrum), and chokeberry (Aronia 
spp.) that persist into the winter.

NATIVE GRASSES 
AND SEDGES
These are just a few of the many native grasses and sedges that provide wildlife with food, cover, and nesting material. Some are best planted in natural prairie or meadow patches along with wildflowers, but some can actually be grown and maintained as lawn—without all of the watering, fertilizing, and mowing, of course. Check with your native plant society for a list of grasses native to your area.

So, what’s the deal with food on a stick? Likely 
the way our ancestors cooked a long, long 
time ago, cooking over a fire—with the use of a 
stick—was what made sense in their day. Today 
it’s just plain fun, and food cooked over a fire 
tastes delicious!

A cooking stick can be, quite simply, a stick 
you find outdoors. You’re looking for a fresh 
stick that has some flexibility, but is strong 
enough to support the weight of your food. 
Look for something relatively long (3' to 4') to 
keep you safely away from the heat—singed 
eyebrows are not attractive!

Cooking with a stick can be as simple 
(s’mores and hot dogs) or as complex (entire 
meals) as you want it to be. Make sure you 
enjoy the experience, but branch out and try 
new and different things, too. Experiment and 
have fun! Remember, cooking in the great 
outdoors is more enjoyable and has more 
variety than you can shake a stick at.

If you’re using a plain ol’ stick, wash it with 
soap and water. Then use a pocket knife to 
carefully remove at least 6" of the bark at one 
end and trim that end to a point. Spray with 
nonstick cooking spray or rub a little vegetable 
oil over the trimmed cooking end of the stick 
before spearing your food. Cooking sticks  
can be tossed in the fire after your meal. No 
dirty dishes!

Wooden skewers need to be soaked in water 
for 30 minutes prior to each use to eliminate 
the chance of them going up in flames. Since 
wooden and metal skewers are too short to 
hold over the fire, spread the cooking coals in 
an even layer, then lay several large pieces of 
aluminum foil sprayed heavily with nonstick 
cooking spray over the coals and place the 
skewers on the foil to cook. This is where you’ll 
need those tongs and gloves mentioned in 
Campfire Safety on page 9.

Breakfast ’Bobs
Ingredients

2 oranges
2 potatoes
1 green bell pepper, seeded
1 (8 oz.) can pineapple chunks, drained 
1 (7 oz.) pkg. brown-and-serve sausage links
Fruit preserves, such as orange 

or pineapple, warmed

Directions
Cut each unpeeled orange into six wedges. Cut 
potatoes and bell peppers into 1" chunks. On a 
stick, alternately place an orange wedge, potato, 
pepper, pineapple chunk and a sausage link. 

Cook over hot coals for 10 to 12 minutes or 
until sausages are hot and vegetables are tender, 
brushing with preserves and turning occasionally. 
Serve with remaining preserves.

Breakfast on a Stick
Ingredients

1 C. biscuit baking mix
1 T. sugar
1/3 C. milk
1 egg
½ tsp. vanilla extract
1 (14 oz.) pkg. precooked 

smoked sausage ring
Warm maple syrup

Directions
In a large bowl, stir together baking mix, sugar, 
milk, egg and vanilla until well blended. Cut 
the sausage into seven equal pieces. Pierce 
a stick through one end of a sausage piece 
and out the other. Dip sausage in batter until 
thoroughly coated. 

Cook above hot coals until golden brown and 
sausage is heated through. 

Serve with maple syrup. Makes enough for 
seven sticks.

Breakfast in a Bag
Ingredients

1 to 2 strips bacon
1 C. frozen hash browns, thawed
1 to 2 eggs

Directions
Lay bacon strips in the bottom of a lunch-size 
brown paper bag. Add hash browns and eggs. 
Fold over the top of bag, leaving a 3" space above 
the food. Insert stick through folded part of bag. 

Hold stick so bag hangs 4" to 5" above hot 
coals and cook for 8 to 10 minutes or until eggs 
are cooked, watching closely so the bag doesn’t 
catch on fire.

Fold down bag and eat directly from bag.

In a bowl, whisk the eggs until well beaten. Add 
the pancake mix, sugar, and cinnamon. Pour in 
the butter and ginger ale. Stir until just combined

Heat a griddle or skillet and spritz with 
cooking spray. Pour the batter onto the hot pan 
using about 1/3 cup for each pancake. Cook until 
golden brown on both sides, flipping once.

Serve with butter and maple syrup.

A skewer is a short stick used to portion out a meal of bite-sized chunks. Skewers and kebabs are a fun way for each person to make their own customized meal. Present a variety of small food pieces and have everyone poke what they like onto a skewer. This cooking 

method is best used over a bare or foil-covered grill grate. If you don’t have a grate, these recipes are easily converted to stick cooking—simply enlarge the food pieces so they don’t break when threaded onto the stick.

The No-Mess S’more for 2Ingredients
2/3 C. mini marshmallows1 (1.55 oz.) milk chocolate candy bar2 (6") flour tortillas

Directions 
Break the candy bar in several small pieces. Have the candy bar and marshmallows close by.Drape each tortilla over a stick and hold above the fire just long enough to get them nice and hot (but don’t let them get crispy). Place tortillas on a plate and immediately put half the marshmallows and candy pieces on each tortilla so they begin to melt; wrap up, folding in sides.

S’more Variations for S’mores  ■ Try chopped peanut butter cups instead of the candy bar.
 ■ Use chocolate frosting instead of the candy bar. ■ Spread some peanut butter on the tortilla before adding chocolate. ■ Replace the chocolate with butterscotch or white chocolate chips.

Shaggy Mallows
Ingredients

¼ C. chocolate syrup
¼ C. sweetened flaked coconut*2 regular marshmallows

Directions
Place chocolate syrup and coconut in separate small bowls; set aside. 

Place marshmallows on a stick. Cook above hot coals until golden brown. The marshmallows will be hot! Roll marshmallow in chocolate syrup to cover. Roll in coconut. *    Or try rolling in chopped peanuts or graham cracker crumbs .

Marshmallow Puffs
Ingredients

1 (8 ct.) tube large refrigerated biscuits, such as Grands8 regular marshmallows

Directions
Separate biscuits. Flatten each biscuit and place a marshmallow in the center. Fold biscuit around marshmallow, pressing seams to seal marshmallow inside. 

Insert a stick through the biscuit and marshmallow. Cook until dough is golden brown. Eight yummy desserts.

Bacon and Potato Pancakes
Makes 6 pancakes

INGREDIENTS
• Egg

• Milk

• One 8-ct. pkg. jumbo 
refrigerated flaky biscuits

• Bacon, cooked and chopped

• Shredded Cheddar cheese

• Green onion, chopped

INGREDIENTS
• 1 1/2 lbs. yellow potatoes, 

peeled and diced

• 4 bacon strips

• One 13.5 oz. can coconut 
milk, divided

• 2 eggs

• 2 tsp. chives, chopped

• 3/4 tsp. salt

Beat egg with a bit of milk. Cut each biscuit from into eight pieces; add to egg mixture. Stir in bacon, 
Cheddar cheese, and green onion. Fill one side of a greased pie iron with mixture, close iron, and cook 
over warm coals until done, turning only once near the end of cooking.

Cook potatoes in boiling water in a big non-stick skillet until soft; drain and dump into a bowl. Dry the 
skillet and cook bacon strips until crisp; chop and set aside. Add half of coconut milk to the potatoes; 
mash until combined. Beat in eggs until incorporated. Beat in more coconut milk, until the consistency 
of pancake batter. Stir in chives, bacon, and salt.

Wipe out most of the grease from the skillet; heat on medium heat. For each pancake, slowly pour 1/3 
cup batter into the skillet and cook to brown both sides, turning once. Serve with maple syrup, sour 
cream, bacon, and/or chives.

INGREDIENTS
• 1 tsp. baking powder
• 1/4 tsp. salt
• Flour
• 1/2 tsp. ground allspice
• 2 1/2 T. sugar
• 2 eggs
• 3/4 C. carrots, shredded
• 1/2 C. milk
• 1/2 C. plain yogurt, plus more for serving
• 1/3 C. golden raisins
• Vegetable oil
• Honey or maple syrup for serving

INGREDIENTS
• 9 C. water, divided
• 1 3/4 to 2 C. coffee

INGREDIENTS
• 1/2 C. ground coffee
• Water
• Half-and-half
• Sweetened condensed milk

INGREDIENTS
• Phyllo dough
• Chopped walnuts
• Cinnamon
• Brown sugar
• Butter
• Honey

Put the baking powder and salt in a 3/4-cup measuring cup; fill with flour and dump into a bowl. Add the 

allspice, sugar, eggs, carrots, milk, and 1/2 cup yogurt. Grab a spoon and stir to combine, then stir in 

the raisins.
Heat a griddle or skillet on a rack over a medium cooking fire (not too hot—you want to cook the 

pancakes all the way through without burning) and add a little oil. Use a 1/2-cup measuring cup to pour 

batter into the hot oil and to spread the batter out slightly. Flip the pancakes once the bottoms are 

golden brown, then cook until the other sides are golden. Serve them with honey or syrup and a dollop 

of yogurt.

Fill large clean can or deep cooking pot with eight cups water. Let 
warm on fire grate.
Add coffee to the water. Cook at rolling boil for two to three minutes.
Remove from heat and let sit one to two minutes. Gently pour in 
one cup cold water. This makes grounds settle to bottom. Pour 
yourself a cup.

At home, place ground coffee in a one quart. mason jar and fill with 
water. Cover and let set at room temperature for eight hours. Pour 
liquid through a coffee filter-lined strainer; repeat with a fresh filter. 
Discard solids and pour liquid into a clean quart jar. Add water to 
fill jar. Cover and chill.
At camp, fill a one-pint mason jar with ice and fill 2/3 full with coffee 
concentrate you mixed at home. Add a generous splash of half-
and-half and two to three tablespoons sweetened condensed milk; 
stir well.

Keep remaining concentrate chilled until needed.

Grease a pie iron. Stack five or six layers of dough, coating each 
with cooking spray. Cut stack into pieces a little bigger than 
your iron.

Set one of these little stacks in the iron.Pile on walnuts; add cinnamon, brown sugar, and some butter. 
Drizzle on a good amount of honey. Add another dough stack, close 
iron, and trim.
Hold over warm coals to toast slowly.Serve with extra honey and garnish as you see fit.
